Hiring is at the discretion of the owner of each costume and is coordinated by Eat Well Tasmania. Hirers
should liaise directly with Eat Well Tasmania in relation to any costume issues.

The costumes are very popular. To save disappointment, you should book your preferred costumes as early as
possible. Bookings will not be accepted less than five working days before your activity.

Through the support of Island Fresh Produce the costumes can be transported to most parts of the State. This
service is provided free of charge and therefore transportation arrangements need to be mutually convenient.
There will be times when free transportation cannot be arranged (eg. within the greater Hobart area, collection
will be required). Alternative arrangements will need to be made with Eat Well Tasmania in such situations and
any costs will need to be covered by the hirer.

Hirers should not organise for transportation of any costumes without the permission of Eat Well Tasmania’s
Executive Officer.

These costumes are a valuable investment to their owners. The community is lucky enough to have access to
the costumes at no hire charge, however any loss or damage to the costumes, including excessive soiling,
must be paid for by the hirer. Please keep these conditions in mind particularly if your event will include face
painting or a barbecue where the sticky hugs of young children may prove to be costly.

Please do not attach stickers to any of the costumes. If the costume you hired includes a T-shirt or sweater
and/or stockings or leggings, please wash these using ordinary washing powder before returning the costume
but please:
Do not attempt to clean or repair the costume yourself
as each character requires differing methods of cleaning and material repair.
